SYLLABUS AND CLASS EXPECTATIONS
COURSE DESCRIPTION:  This is a semester entry-level course earning 1/2 credit at Pearl High School. This class has a balanced curriculum based on Art Production (making), art criticism (analyzing and appreciating art), Art History (how art developed), and Aesthetics (nature and value of art).  I will emphasize basic skills in drawing, painting, printmaking, sculpture, and other various methods.  Whatever the student’s talent or ability level, with a good attitude and effort, I will develop them in not only the basic skills, but also having a good eye for the visual arts that will enrich the rest of their life.  Art history, art terminology, aesthetics, and critique methods will be studied using a class set of textbooks, PowerPoints and student research.
GRADING: 2/3 grade – artwork assignments, sketchbook assignments; 

1/3 grade – textbook assignments, art history/scholastics, tests, and participation grade.

EVALUATION OF ART WORK:  (A) Craftsmanship – skill, procedures, and purpose;

(B) Design quality – visual organization; (C) Expressiveness – relative to subject, idea, and theme;          

(D) Originality - unique, imaginative.

FEE:          $10 per semester to purchase:  sketchbook, brushes, paints, canvas, printmaking supplies, drawing pencils, colored pencils, various media paper, pottery supplies, etc.

SEMESTER EXAMS:  A collective of the notes taken throughout the class.

ART CLASS EXPECTATIONS
Be kind and compassionate.

Do your share to keep supplies in their place and to clean up work areas.

Cooperate with classmates when you are sharing space, equipment, and supplies.

Be honest with yourself and others.

Show respect and be tolerant of differences.

Be self-disciplined and get work completed on time.
